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After saving billions of gallons of water in 
13 Aquarion towns, this year customers in 
Easton, Ridgefield, Trumbull, Weston and 
Wilton are being asked to conserve water 
by cutting lawn and garden watering to a 
maximum of two days per week. 

For now, the program is voluntary  
in those five towns, but next year it’ll 
become mandatory – making now 
the ideal time to turn outdoor water 
conservation into a habit. 

The EPA says that up to half the water 
used outdoors goes to waste through 
overwatering, leaks, evaporation and 

other factors. If you’re like most people, 
you’ll see that less watering can actually 
make your lawn and garden healthier and 
more drought-resistant. 

This year’s program launched on April 1  
and is mandatory through October 31  
for Darien, East Granby, Fairfield, Granby, 
Greenwich, Groton, Mystic, New Canaan, 
Newtown, Simsbury, Stamford,  
Stonington, and Westport.
