e Make sure any pipes that run in or along outside walls are t i \Eﬁ 3
insulated, with no places exposing them to the outside or —
drafts. This includes inside cabinets and vanities. ="

e Turn off all outdoor faucets (unless you're sure they have a
freeze-proof design).

e [syour water meter in an outdoor pit? If so, make sure that
the cover fits tightly, with no cracks to let cold air inside. (And
if your meter ever seems frozen or damaged, immediately call == st
Aquarion’s Customer Service Center at 1-800-732-9678.) ol ’

* On extremely cold days, let your hot and cold water taps drip.
Open cupboards and cabinets where water lines run to let the room air prevent freezing.

e Make sure everyone in your household knows how to close the main water shut-off in case
a pipe bursts.

e [fa pipe freezes, don't try thawing it with an open flame. Instead, wrap it in a towel soaked in hot water,
or call a plumber. Flames can easily set surrounding materials on fire.
