Over the 
past 12 months, total precipitation is 2.8 inches below average.  Average monthly temperature was 
49oF;  1oF below the historical average. 

 

 
Current Water Use Restrictions 
Currently, no drought conditions occur on 
the Seacoast. 

There are currently no local water use 
restrictions, but residents are advised to 
follow prudent lawn watering practices 
(watering only one-half inches of water 
twice per week between the hours of 7 pm 
and 7 am) in order to minimize the 
probability of mandatory water use 
restrictions later this year.
